The Dangers of City Highways

Unlike a normal highway, highways in ur-
ban areas have many more curves with
shorter lines of sight, and more entranc-
es, exits, forks and other merger points.
On top of that, while merging lanes nor-
mally come on the left on highways, ur-
ban highways even have merger lanes
that come from the right. Pay attention to
warning signs, and keep your speed
down.
